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Gifu Land of Clean Waters Ar t Award IN THE CUBE 2020 
（AAIC2020） is an open art exhibition hosted by Gifu Prefecture in 
April 2020 for the purpose of discovering and nurturing new talent 
with brilliant creativity.

The theme of AAIC2020, the continuation of the previous event, is 
“Kioku no Yukue （Where Our Memories Go）”. Artists will be able 
to use a cubical space that is 4.8 m wide, 4.8 m deep, and 3.6 m 
tall to express themselves at the event sites: the Museum of Fine 
Arts, Gifu and the Gifu Prefectural Library.

Seven judges who are at the forefront of their respective fields have 
selected 18 works of art from the 710 contributions by artists in 
Japan and worldwide, without restrictions on age or genre. Those 
works will be in the exhibition, and we invite you to come and see 
them. We will also be developing a variety of programs for the 
opening of the exhibition in the future, and we hope you can 
participate in those as well.
